EXTENDED ABSENCES 
 
While not ideal, we understand that students may miss extended time due to special or 
unforeseen family circumstances. For any planned absences of 3 or more consecutive days, we 
ask that families notify Mr. Choi, Nurse Melissa, and homeroom teachers.  
 
We also kindly ask families to keep in mind that consistent daily attendance is crucial for 
students' academic progress, and we hope that absences of three or more continuous days remain 
a rare occurrence. Per our handbook, more than 20 absences are considered to be excessive and 
may jeopardize a student’s re-enrollment. 
 
Unless there are specific medical circumstances that require a student to be home, the school 
generally does not send work home and teachers will catch students up when they return.  
 
 
 
A NOTE FOR PRESCHOOL THROUGH GRADE 1 FAMILIES 
 
We wanted to share the news that our Lower School Science Teacher, Ms. Julie, will take a 
medical leave of absence this spring. She is expecting to have hip replacement surgery over 
spring break and will take approximately 6-8 weeks of recovery, which will take us through the 
end of the school year.  
 
Fortunately, we are eager to have Ms. Clara Boudrot, who is already familiar with many of our 
early childhood students and has been a part of D-E’s teaching team since the start of the school 
year.
